Léo Zajderman was only nine when he 
was taken to Auschwitz and killed by the 
Nazis. His mother and three siblings also 
died there. His father, Szlama, survived 
the camp and returned to France after 
the war. 

A disappearance certificate was issued 
to Szlama for each of his dead family 
members. This is Léo’s.
