He served
in the UN Observer Group in Lebanon in 1958 and with the United Nations Emergency
Force in the Middle East. He attended the Canadian Army Staff College, 1959-1961 and,
in 1962, went to Ghana as a member of the Canadian Armed Forces Training team.
